Kickbusch. The SLiCK program is a revolutionary interactive series 
of student leadership workshops. SLiCK harnesses the leadership 
skills within each student to achieve personal growth, resulting 
in a desire to create positive change in their lives and in their 
community.

participants.

Empathic Manhood is the process by 
which young men embrace and adopt their 
community’s positive manhood practices. These 
practices include a strong work ethic, high 
academic aspirations, respect for self, respect 
for women, sense of personal responsibility, 
peaceful conflict resolution skills, and the ability 
to empathize and respect the experiences and 
struggles of others.

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Parents Living with Purpose is a series of one-hour and two-hour workshops, as 
well as tailored half-day and all-day conferences, developed by EAS, Inc. that 
focus on providing parents with knowledge, tools and inspiration to help their 
children succeed in school and in life.
